For those of you who followed our Twitter feed, you already know about some of the
things we found at the NAB show in Las Vegas. We did want to follow-up, however, to give
everyone some additional details we thought interesting.

The latest cameras, formats, and what that means for post-production workflow are
still hot topics. Although the RED camera booth was buzzing, the Phantom, Panasonic’s
AF100 and the Canon DSLR 5D were getting good reviews. Tapeless is the future, with these
cameras shooting on memory cards or proprietary drive formats that can be
downloaded.

Production element companies were in full force with multiple music libraries and
stock photo companies. Licensing has become an important issue, with the multiple delivery
methods for media being used. It is always important to check on licensing agreements for
web and other media use in addition to broadcast, and if there is a length of time for the
agreement.

Hardware, specifically storage solutions, have become necessary investments for
facilities with the larger file sizes related to HD files.
